We recommend using this template to create your manuscript by pasting your text inside. At the end of the template, some references (papers, chapters, books, dissertations) are also provided as examples.

Header 1

Headers can be used if they are useful. They should be in bold lowercase type (aligned to the left and separate text). You can use as many headers as required.

It should be noted that Figures and Tables can occupy either one column (1000 pixels width) or two columns (2200 pixels width). Any line drawings must be of a good quality in terms of patterns, grey tones and legends. Any photographs, which will be treated as figures, should be clearly visible and have sufficent contrast for print. Tables and figures will be sent in individual files, sequentially numbered. It is recomended that a scale bar be used in figures and pictures if they show material with systematic value.

If references are needed, then in the main text any cited publications should be referred to the author’s name (without initials) and the year of publication (e.g. Mateos and Jiménez, 2007; Teixell et al., 2007). The reference list should include only the cited publications, published or in press (works in preparation are not acceptable).

When using taxonomic names, all genera and species should be written in italics (e.g. Turiasaurus riodevensis, Dacentrurus sp.).

Once the abstract is received, the editors will decide if your manuscript has been accepted, and you will be notified of its acceptance via e-mail.
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
